Introduction

On June 16th 2010 the Council of Ministers adopted Recommendation CM/Rec(2010)8  on Youth Information. This Recommendation is an important follow up of Recommendation (90) 7 on information and counselling for young people in Europe . 

In February 2010 the partnership between the Council of Europe and ERYICA published the Youth Information Starter Kit as a supporting tool for those who are interested in setting up and developing Youth Information in their country. 

The Joint Coordinating Committee of the Partnership Agreement between ERYICA and the Council of Europe has agreed to organise a Colloquy, 3 years after the Colloquy on “The future of Youth information” on current developments in Youth Information and the chances and challenges which lie before us. 

Aims and objectives of the colloquy

The overall aim of the colloquy is: 

To discuss the development of Youth Information until 2010 and the challenges which lie ahead of us and to contribute to the start-up and development of local Youth Information Centres throughout Europe.
The specific objectives are:

· Get an overview the current state of youth information, especially the consequences of new youth cultures (like digital natives) on Youth Information Services.
· Analysing the new recommendation and its possible practical implementation

· Promoting the Youth Information Starter Kit

· Working on the use of the Youth Information Starter Kit within local, regional and national realities

· Celebrating 20 years of the Recommendation (90)7

Participants

· 9 governmental representatives or youth information workers representing countries where Youth Information is at the beginning or still has to be developed

· 9 governmental representatives or youth information workers representing countries where Youth Information is established;

(If more participants apply than places are available a selection will be made by the Joint Coordinating Committee of the Partnership, taking geographical and gender balance into account)

On invitation:

· 1 representative of CDEJ;

· 1 representative of ERYICA;

· 1 representative of EURODESK;

· 1 representative of the European Youth Card Association (EYCA);

· 1 members of the Advisory Council on Youth;

· 1 representative of the European Youth Forum ;

· 1 representative of the European Commission.

· 1 representative of the European Knowledge Centre. 

Furthermore, the following persons will be invited:

· 1 rapporteur General who will draft a report, to be submitted to the Joint Coordinating Committee 

· 1 member of the Council of Europe Secretariat - DYS;

· 1 member of the ERYICA Secretariat.

Methodology

The colloquy will be organised over 4 days (allowing participants to travel on the morning of the first day and return on the afternoon of the last day) and will include a mix of presentations and debate carried out in groups and in plenary. 

The basis for the reflections and discussions in this colloquy will be three documents:

· The Recommendation 90 (7) on information and counselling for young people in Europe
· The new Recommendation 2010(8) on youth information
· The Youth Information Starter Kit. 

The first two documents contain values on which Youth Information is based and recommendations to Council of Europe Member States for implementation of those, while the latter is a “hand on” description of why and how to set up quality Youth Information Services. 

Furthermore a new method will be introduced by forming working couples – the so called Dynamic Duos – of a youth information worker/governmental representative from a country that is new or rather new to Youth Information and a person from a country that already has well established Youth Information structures. Those Duos will work together throughout the colloquy and commit to stay in contact and exchange ideas and know-how also for a year after the colloquy. This will lead to an active follow-up of the colloquy and concrete partnerships.
The working languages will be English and French (simultaneous translation will be provided).
Travel, board and lodging

Board and lodging will be provided by the Council of Europe free of charge. Participants will be accommodated in the European Youth Centre Budapest, breakfast, lunch and dinner will be taken in the Centre.  Participants’ travel expenses will be covered according to the Council of Europe’s rules and reimbursed after the colloquy.
